Resolution 2022-17 Council Appointment was presented.

MOTION BY MEMBER MILLSOP AND SECONDED BY MEMBER KIVISTO TO ADOPT RESOLUTION 2022-17. A VOTE AYE:  MAYOR AULIE, MEMBER KIVISTO, MEMBER MILLSOP, MEMBER OSTROWSKI. THOSE VOTING NAY:  NONE. MOTIONED CARRIED.
Information was reviewed for General Bonds for the Street Project and the Lift Stations. Discussion followed. The council would like to have the Clerk request Deerwood Bank to waive the loan processing fee.
MOTION BY MEMBER MILLSOP AND SECONDED BY MEMBER KIVISTO TO APPROVE DEERWOOD BANK TO ISSUE BONDS FOR THE STREET PROJECT IN THE AMOUNT OF $380,000.00 AND THE LIFT STATIONS IN THE AMOUNT OF $155,000.00. VOTE:  THOSE VOTING AYE:  MAYOR AULIE, MEMBER KIVISTO, MEMBER OSTROWSKI. THOSE VOTING NAY:  NONE. MOTIONED CARRIED.

Mayor Aulie would like to see the union negotiations be opened and a letter send to the union representative.

Chief Taylor asked the council for approval to rollover 60 hours the 40 allowed in his contract for a total of 100 hours.
This was tabled until the July Meeting.
The resignation of Officer Pete Kvale effective May 23, 2022, was received.
MOTION BY KIVISTO AND SECONDED BY OSTROWSKI TO ACCEPT THE RESIGNATION OF OFFICER KVALE EFFECTIVE MAY 23, 2022. VOTE AYE:  MAYOR AULIE, MEMBER KIVISTO, MEMBER MILLSOP, MEMBER OSTROWSKI. THOSE VOTING NAY:  NONE. MOTIONED CARRIED.
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The Council would like Chief Taylor and the City Clerk to review the cost of adding a full-time officer to the department including the cost of training and time doing background checks.
The Council reviewed a request from the Deerwood Civic and Commerce to hold a concert in the Auditorium during Summerfest, alcohol will be served.
