Administration – There are several utilities billings that the clerk would like to assess to the County, payable with the 2023 taxes, payable over one year. A public hearing would need to be held on November 7, 2022, along with notices to the affected property owners. The Council will hold a public hearing during the regular Council meeting on 

November 7, 2022.
Clerk Russell advised the council that there will be a workshop on Wednesday, October 12th at the American Legion-Deerwood from 11:30a.m. – 1:00 p.m. Minnesota Power and Great River Energy plan to build an approximately 15- mile, double -circuit 345-Kilovolt transmission line from northern Minnesota to Central Minnesota near Becker that will support grid reliability in the Upper Midwest.
