Fire Department – Chief Bodle presented the Council with a check for $65,000.00 from the Charitable Gambling Relief Association.
Chief Bodle would like to approval to increase the Departments pension to $2,700.00 per year. It will be added to the next regular meetings agenda.
Chief Bodle would like approval to hire Tracy Popkes upon passing all the Fire Department requirements.

Chief Taylor would also like to use Aid to purchase a new Squad Car.  Member Bridgett Quist will meet with both Taylor and Bodle to discuss the use of the money and will bring it to a future meeting.

Police Department –   Chief Taylor reviewed his written report.
Public Works –   The front doors of the Auditorium are scheduled to be replaced this week.  The front-end loader is still having issues with a squeaky belt.  Service will be out one more time to service.  If this does not work, the City will look at other avenues to solve the issue.
Administration –   A data challenge was appealed with the Minnesota Department of Administration.  The City has 21 days to notify the division if they would like to participate in an informal process to resolve the dispute.  Clerk Russell will gather additional information and present it at the next meeting.

Member Quist advised the Council that one RFP was received for a City Attorney.  The personnel committee will interview the attorney and will make a recommendation at the next meeting.
